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SRPGA  POLICY #1

MONTHLY TOURNAMENT PREPAYMENT & HANDICAP POLICY

1.
Notice:

Tournament notice will be mailed approximately one (1) month prior to the tournament date. The golf course address and telephone number should be given on announcement and tee time schedule.

2.
Sign-Up & Fees:

a.
Sign-ups may be made by phone, mail, or in person starting at the time designated in the announcement and continuing until time designated on the announcement.

b.
Fees should be paid by check made payable to the SRPGA and received by the tournament coordinator by the sign-up end time noted on the tournament announcement. Late payments may be returned.

c.
Cart requests must be made at time of sign-up and fees paid to the golf shop at time of check in, unless other arrangements have been made with the golf course.

3.
Course Notification:

a.
One of the tournament directors will notify the golf course of the number of players signed up and the number of carts requested.

b.
Tee time schedules will be mailed to the golf course and to the participants.

4.
Tournament Control:

a.
The golf course starter will control the actual tournament starting times.

b.
Participants should check in with the pro shop and/or the starter thirty (30) minutes prior to their tee time.

5.
Cancellations & No-Shows:

a.
Cancellations must be submitted to the tournament coordinator by 5pm of the Wednesday prior to the tournament to be eligible for any refund.

b.
Refunds may not be made for cancellations made after 5 pm Wednesday of tournament week unless the cancellation is due to company work call-out or serious illness or death in the family.

c.
Cancellations made after 5 pm Wednesday and before 3pm Friday of tournament week shall be made to the Tournament Director.

d.
Cancellations made after 3 pm Friday and prior to two (2) hours before scheduled tee time shall be made to golf course pro.

e.
Failure to make notification of cancellation may result in the player not being permitted to participate in the next SRPGA scheduled event.

f.
Refunds, in whole or in part, may be made for proper cancellations depending upon the charges, if any, which may be incurred by the course.

6.
Skin Game:

A skin game may be conducted during any tournament, at the discretion of the tournament director. Someone other than the director may run the skin game with his concurrence.

7.
SRPGA Handicap:

A total of five 18-hole scores or a valid GHIN are required by the SRPGA handicapping system to establish a handicap for a new member. Either of these may be submitted to the handicap committee for posting to the handicapping system and establishing a handicap index. In order to be eligible for handicapped flight prizes in any SRPGA tournament, a member must have an established handicap and must have posted at least 2 scores from any regular SRPGA tournaments to the handicapping system within the most recent 24 months.
SRPGA  POLICY #2

LOTTERY SELECTION SYSTEM

1.
In tournaments where player participation is limited, and the number of sign-ups exceeds that limit, the first action by the directors will be to contact the tournament course and request that additional players be allowed. If there are still too many players signed up, a lottery selection system will be used to determine the players.

a.
The tournament directors and any hosts of invitational tournaments are exempt from the lottery process. The lottery selection list includes all other eligible players who signed up for the tournament.

b.
“Members” include all members—regular and social as defined in the SRPGA Bylaws.

c.
For the Spring and Fall Tournaments, all eligible players as defined in Bylaw Article X are considered “members” with respect to the lottery selection system.

d.
Those players drawn to be excluded from playing the tournament will receive notification at the time of the lottery drawing and their checks will be returned. Directors will work with the effected playing partners of the excluded player to form new groups.

e.
If players are excluded whose entry fees were sent in on the same check with players not excluded, a new check must be sent to cover just the remaining players.

2.
Spring and Fall Tournaments - For the Spring and Fall Tournaments, the lottery selection procedure is as follows:

a.
From the lottery selection list, directors will draw individual players at random to be excluded from play until the tournament limit is reached.

b.
Notifications will be made as in parts 1(d) and 1(e) of this policy.

3.
Tournaments Other Than the Spring and Fall - For tournaments other than the Spring and Fall Tournaments, the lottery selection procedure is as follows:

a.
Directors will first remove guests from the lottery selection list. If the tournament limit is still exceeded, then directors will draw individual members at random to be excluded from play until the tournament limit is reached.

b.
Notifications will be made as in parts 1(d) and 1(e) of this policy.
SRPGA  POLICY #3

GUEST PARTICIPATION

1.
Guests may play in all SRPGA tournaments except the Spring and Fall tournaments.

2.
Guests must be invited by an SRPGA member and must play in the same foursome with the member who invited them.

3.
SRPGA members are limited to 3 guests each at any tournament where guest participation is permitted.

4.
Members signing up guests are responsible for said guests’ fees and cancellations in accordance with SRPGA Policy #1.

5.
Guests must pay the same fees as members for each tournament they participate in.

6.
Guests must adhere to all rules governing play.

7.
Guests cannot participate in team events (best ball, scramble tournaments, etc.) and are not eligible for flight prizes. However, they are eligible to compete for skill prizes and to participate in skins games should they choose to do so.

8.
In tournaments where there is a player limitation, the lottery system (Policy #2) will be used.

SRPGA  POLICY #4

TOURNAMENT DIRECTORS

1.
The Tournament Director will be the committee as defined in USGA rule (33).

2.
Slow Play: Tournament directors will strive to get participants to play ready golf, including sending informational bulletins on slow play and how to speed up the game. The directors should include tips on their pairings sheets, and they should ask the courses to either announce or put a notice on each cart reminding everyone to play ready golf. 

SRPGA  POLICY #5

SPECIAL MEMBERSHIPS

1.
Retirees:

a.
Upon official retirement from SRP, any member in good standing is still eligible to maintain their SRPGA regular membership status by paying the annual dues.

b.
Retiring employees that are not members are eligible to join as regular members by paying annual dues.

2.
Social Membership:

a.
Social membership in this organization must be approved by a majority of the Board of Directors. Social membership status is subject to requirements in Bylaw Article I.

2.
Senior Membership:

a.
Senior membership status in this organization is available in accordance with Bylaw Article I. 

b.
Senior membership status entitles the member to pay one half the yearly dues to maintain membership
SRPGA  POLICY #6

HOLE-IN-ONE CLUB

1.
Membership:

A golfer must be an SRPGA member to join the Hole-in-One Club.

2.
Fees:

a.
The HIOC renewal membership fee is $2.00 annually. Renewal memberships will be taken during the month of December and will become effective January 1st and will expire December 31st.

b.
The initial membership fee is $2.00. Initial memberships (with one exception) will become effective the date of payment and end December 31st. The exception is that if the fee is taken in December (the renewal month), membership will become effective January 1st and end December 31st.

c.
HIOC fees are non-refundable.

d.
The balance of this account shall be held inaccessible for any reason other than that for which it was established.

e. If no member of the Hole-In-One club scores a hole-in-one during a membership calendar year, the Hole-In-One club balance will carry forward into the next calendar year. The annual Hole-In-One club membership fee will be added to the previous account balance, and the total fund balance will be subject to payment at the end of the current calendar year in which one or more members score a hole-in-one during an SRPGA 18 hole sanctioned tournament.

f. Membership in the Hole-In-One club must be re-established, and fees paid, each calendar year.

g.
At the end of each calendar year the total fund balance will be equally split among all members who scored a hole-in-one in an SRPGA 18 hole sanctioned tournament during that calendar year. If only one member scored such a hole-in-one, the total fund balance will be paid to that member at the end of the calendar year.

3.
Eligibility:

To receive payment, the golfer(s) must be a current member of the SRPGA, a current member of the Hole-In-One Club, and accomplish the hole in one in an SRPGA 18 hole sanctioned tournament.

SRPGA  POLICY #7

ANNUAL TROPHIES

The following trophies may be awarded each year at the Annual SRPGA dinner/meeting:

* Golfer of the Year  (Total Points) - Harrison Williams Trophy

** Annual Low Gross  (Yearly Average)

*** Most Improved Golfer  (Yearly Handicap Difference) - Cliff Cameron Trophy

Low Gross  (Spring & Fall Tournaments)

Low Net Each Flight  (Spring & Fall Tournaments)

Low Net Calloway  (Spring & Fall Tournaments)

Hole-In-One Plaque (For hole-in-one occurring in accordance with Policy 6)

Twilight League  (Winner of Each Flight)

The Spring & Fall Tournaments may have a surcharge added to the greens fees. This money is to be added to the funds allocated for the purchase of trophies.

Should a tie occur for any low gross or most improved golfer trophy, a trophy will be awarded to each of the players involved in the tie.

If more than one hole-in-one occurs during the calendar year, a plaque will be awarded to each player making a hole-in-one.

* GOLFER OF THE YEAR - HARRISON WILLIAMS TROPHY

This award is given each year to the individual who collects the most points based on the following point system:

►Only individual play will be awarded golfer of the year points. Points will not be awarded for play in a team event.

►1st place finish in each flight – 40 points

►2nd place finish in each flight – 30 points

►3rd place finish in each flight – 20 points

►4th place finish in each flight – 10 points

►Skill prizes – 5 points each

►In case of a tie, the trophy will be awarded to the player with the lowest average net score for the year.

** ANNUAL LOW GROSS AWARD

This award is given out each year to the individual who has the lowest gross score average. To be eligible for the award, a player must meet the following requirements:

1.
A player must compete in at least 2/3’s of the sanctioned tournament rounds available. See example below.

18 rounds x 2/3 = 12

2.
If a player X’s out, is disqualified by the Rules Committee, or for any reason fails to post a score in any SRPGA sanctioned tournament once he/she has started the round, his/her round will not be counted in qualifying for this award.

3.
Exclusion from a tournament by the lottery system (Policy #2) counts towards requirement number 1 above.

*** MOST IMPROVED GOLFER - CLIFF CAMERON TROPHY

This award is given each year to the individual who has shown the most improvement over the year. This award is presented to the person with the highest handicap differential (improved) for the year. The differential is calculated using the USGA Most Improved Golfer Computation Method. To be eligible for this award, a player must meet the requirements (1, 2 and 3) discussed under the Low Gross Award section of this policy.
